The tradition of the barrel-makers’ dance 
(Schäfflertanz) dates back to the year 1517 
when Munich was experiencing the plague. 
When the plague let up, the barrel-makers 
journeymen took it upon themselves to renew 
the spirit of the people of Munich. To do this, 
they decided to dance through the streets with 
hoops wrapped in greens, accompanied by 
lively music.
In remembrance of days past, these dances 
are brought to life every seven years. The next 
performances take place from January 06 to

February 21, 2012. A highlight not to be missed 
where around 25 performers dance throughout 
Munich’s old town.

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Airbus A380 debuts in scheduled service 
at Munich Airport 

The highlight of the new 2011/2012 winter time-
table is the first scheduled service at Munich 
Airport of the world’s largest passenger aircraft, 
the Airbus A380. 
On November 25, Emirates started flying the 
gigantic aircraft on its afternoon flight to Dubai 
to meet rising demand on that route.
